ONE VODKA NAMED “BEST OF CATEGORY” AT 2019 LOS ANGELES 

INTERNATIONAL SPIRITS COMPETITION  

Fourteen entries from Buffalo Trace Distillery earn Gold Medals 

  

FRANKFORT, FRANKLIN COUNTY, KY (Aug. 22, 2019) Three Buffalo Trace 

Distillery spirits were named “Best of Category” at the 2019 Los Angeles International Spirits 

Competition.  Eagle Rare 10 Year Old Bourbon won in the category of Small Batch Bourbon 10 

years or less, Col. E. H. Taylor, Jr. Small Batch Bourbon was named Best Straight Bourbon 6 years 

or older, and Wheatley Vodka won the category title for Best Small Batch Vodka. All also were 

awarded Gold Medals, as were the following spirits:
